In 2014, the Melanoma Community Registry 
was developed as part of OHSU’s War on 
Melanoma program to engage people interested 
in the prevention, detection and treatment of 
this serious disease. It is a research cohort, or 
group of people, who have a personal history 
of melanoma, are family members or are 
individuals interested in this topic. We are 
gathering an impressive “army” of people 
who can wage a War on Melanoma and help 
speed the progress of research and discoveries. 
Together, we can fi nd answers and reduce 
the deaths caused by melanoma in Oregon 
and beyond.
