OHSU Position on Accepting Limits on Publication
Academic medical centers and their relationships to industry sponsored research is being scrutinized nationally
.  There has been tremendous attention directed toward this issue, and considerable criticism is directed at medical centers that allow restrictions on "academic freedom".  It is particularly onerous for an academic institution to accept restrictions on the use of data it generates in the course of research.  In addition, activities which do not serve the public interest and do not produce results freely to the public may be subject to Unrelated Business Income Tax (UBIT).

OHSU is an institution of higher education and must assure that work conducted by the institution can, if applicable, be translated into knowledge to benefit the public.  In reaction to the national scrutiny regarding restrictions on publication by corporations, OHSU has assured the State of Oregon governor's office that OHSU does not allow restrictions on the ability to publish, other than a reasonable delay.  Almost all other companies have abandoned restrictions in light of the national consensus that they reflect negatively on academic integrity and on the academic-industry relationship.
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
