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Congenital Cataract
Congenital cataract (kən-ˈje-nə-tᵊl ˈka-tə-ˌrakt) is when a baby is born with a clouded lens of one or both eyes. The lens of the eye 
normally should be clear. When there is a cataract, light that comes into the eye cannot shine well enough through the lens to be 
focused at the back of the eye, which is needed for clear sight.
