Financial services

At many medical offices, a request for financial assistance may 
be made at any point before, during, or after the provision of 
care. Ask about the application process and qualification for 
financial assistance.

Questions to ask your insurance provider 

If you have insurance, but you are worried about how much a 
visit or procedure might cost, you can call the number listed on 
the back of your insurance card to find out more about:

•	 Do you have insurance and does it pay for skin cancer 
screenings?

•	 Does your insurance pay for examinations of suspicious moles? 

•	 Do you need a referral to see a dermatologist or do you need to 
see a primary care provider?

•	 Do you have a co-pay (an amount or percent of money you owe 
for covered visits)

•	 Do you have a deductible (the amount of money you have to 
meet before insurance will pay) 

•	 Do you have a maximum (the most that insurance will pay, 
sometimes per year)
