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Get a lead test 
 Ask your doctor for a lead test for your child. 

 Getting a lead test is the only way to know if 
someone has lead poisoning. 

Lead is a Poison  
 Most kohl that is from Asia, Africa, and the Middle East 

has lead. People have used kohl for a long time. Now 
we know it is dangerous.  

 Many children across the United States have tested 
high for lead from using kohl. Kohl is also called “ranja,” 
“surma,” “kajal,” “gajal,” “kahal,” or “al-kahal.”  

 Lead can poison the brain and make it hard for children 
to learn, pay attention, and behave.
