ACADEMIC HOODING

The academic hood has its origins in the Middle ages as a
part of ecclesiastic rather than civilian dress. Begging friars
wore the hood, or tippet, over the shoulders and also used it
as a head covering in inclement weather. In the late 1800’s
the hoods with identifiable regalia became part of academic
dress in conjunction with the cap and gown. The American
Intercollegiate Commission standardized academic regalia in
1895, and those standards remain essentially unchanged to
the present.

The hood is made of the same material as the gown. The inner
lining of the hood represents the colors of the university that
confers the degree. OHSU colors are light blue, dark green
and white. The colored inside border indicates the academic
discipline — green-trimmed with a green tassel for physician
assistant studies, golden yellow for science, green for medicine
and dark blue for philosophy.

The hood is awarded by the faculty of the school upon
completion of the required course of study. Members of

the faculty are selected each year by the graduates for the
honor of awarding this insignia of academic achievement.
These hoods can be displayed by their recipients at academic
ceremonies throughout their lifetimes.

Inclusion in this program does not, by itself, denote proof of
graduation from OHSU. Graduates named in the program either
have completed degrees at OHSU in Fall 2021 or will be finishing

their degree requirements by Summer 2022. Each program’s

completion dates may differ.
