GUIDELINES FOR ORDERING

1. Send FACE SHEET and H&P or most recent chart note.

2. Hepatitis B (Hep B surface antigen and core antibody total) screening must be completed prior to
initiation of treatment and the patient should not be infected. Please send results with order.

3. A Tuberculin test must have been placed and read as negative prior to initiation of treatment (PPD or
QuantiFERON Gold blood test). Please send results with order. If result is indeterminate, a follow up
chest X-ray must be performed to rule out TB. Please send results with order.

4. 1Itis recommended that tocilizumab not be initiated in patients with an ANC less than 2000/mm3,
platelet count below 100,000/mm3, or who have ALT or AST greater than 1.5x the upper limit of
normal.

5. Do not administer in patients with an active infection, including localized infections. Hold treatment if a
patient develops a serious infection, an opportunistic infection, or sepsis.

6. Patients should have regular monitoring for TB, infection, malignancy, neutropenia (ANC),
thrombocytopenia, elevated lipids, and liver abnormalities throughout therapy.

7. Max dose: 800 mg.

Administer emergency medications per the Treatment
Algorithm for Acute Infusion Reaction (OHSU HC-PAT-133-GUD, HMC C-132). Refer to algorithm for
symptom monitoring and continuously assess as grade of severity may progress.

2. diphenhydrAMINE (BENADRYL) injection, 25-50 mg, intravenous, AS NEEDED x 1 dose for
hypersensitivity or infusion reaction

3. EPINEPHrine HCI (ADRENALIN) injection, 0.3 mg, intramuscular, AS NEEDED x 1 dose for
hypersensitivity or infusion reaction

4. hydrocortisone sodium succinate (SOLU-CORTEF) injection, 100 mg, intravenous, AS NEEDED x 1
dose for hypersensitivity or infusion reaction

5. famotidine (PEPCID) injection, 20 mg, intravenous, AS NEEDED x 1 dose for hypersensitivity or
infusion reaction
