2. This product contains aluminum. Use caution with prolonged infusions in patients with renal
insufficiency.
3. Use with caution in patients with significant cholestasis or hepatic dysfunction.
4. Cupric chloride is not recommended for patients with Wilson’s Disease.
5. A serum copper level must be obtained within 30 days prior to starting treatment.

4. hydrocortisone sodium succinate (SOLU-CORTEF) injection, 100 mg, intravenous, AS NEEDED x 1
dose for hypersensitivity or infusion reaction

5. famotidine (PEPCID) injection, 20 mg, intravenous, AS NEEDED x 1 dose for hypersensitivity or
infusion reaction
