What 1s an SBHC?

School-based health centers are
permanent spaces located on the
grounds of a school in a school district
or on the grounds of a school operated
by a federally recognized Indian tribe or
tribal organization used exclusively for
the purpose of providing primary health
care, preventive health, behavioral
health, oral health and health education
services. Oregon's SBHC model
excludes mobile health units/vans.

 During the 2022-2023 school
year Oregon SBHCs:

 Provided 129,181 visits for 38,188
clients

« 73,832 school-aged youth had
access to an SBHC at their school
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2 out of 3 clients

were between the ages of 5 and 21
* 18% of clients were aged 511
* 51% of clients were aged 12-21
