OHSU is pay to park, 8am-5pm weekdays 
for parking not specifically for personal 
healthcare. Some areas restricted 24/7. 
ADA placard or doctor’s note required for 
special accommodations. 

Patient appointments

receive approved coverage. This includes 
employees, students, contractors, vendors, 
volunteers, translators, job and student 
applicants, and visits for meetings, classes 
and lectures.
